CALL TO ORDER:

Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. The subject of this special meeting was the formation of water district #2.  Supervisor Ridgeway explained that there has been some confusion over the necessary steps required to form this district.  She introduced Dustin J. Clark, P.E., Project Engineer with Barton & Loguidice, P.C. and turned the meeting over to him.

Mr. Clark explained that the district needs to be formed by petition.  RCAP Solutions assisted with an income survey.  The survey was done first due to the grant application deadline.  Residents in the district have received letters, visits, and phone calls regarding the survey and volunteers are trying to complete this process now.  

He explained that the focus of this meeting was training for the petition process.  Petitioners must be the landowners, not the tenant as with the income survey.  As of February 28th 69% of the income surveys had been returned.  Fourteen more were needed to reach the goal of a 90% response rate.  Some have promised to mail theirs.  Our RCAP advisor, Christian Nill was laid off from the company and our project was turned over to Scott Mueller and then to Candace Balmer.  A more up-to-date response total should be available soon.  

For the petition it takes a simple majority to form the district, but 60 – 70% is a better goal.  The Green Haven park is in the district, but the residents were not included in the income survey.  There are 80 parcels included in the district.

Some questions were asked regarding water district #1.  It is in preliminary design.  Soil samples are being taken of the entire area in district #1 including the 3 optional areas.  The archeological studies will be next and requires study of a 2 foot hole every 50 feet.  Easements will be requested on private roads.  Curb stops will be placed at the edge of the right-of-way or easement.  Local laws and standards will be in place before hookups are begun.  Licensed plumbers are not required in Oswego County.  The town anticipates buying a large lot of meters and meter pits for installation in district #1.  The towns of Sandy Creek and Richland are meeting on April 30th at 7 pm at the Pulaski Courthouse to discuss details of their intermunicipal agreement.

Cheryl Yerdon introduced the following individuals to be appointed to the town’s water board:  Jim Forsyth from district #2, an engineer; Wayne Miller of Blind Creek Cove, with experience in landscape and excavation work;  John Schwartz of Groman Shores, their current water operator; Norma Newman of Lakeshore Drive; and possibly Gary Raiti, a businessman with property on Albro Tract and Sawmill Road.  One alternate member will be needed.  Mrs. Yerdon is waiting for some responses.

The NYS Comptrollers approval is needed to form Water District #2.  The petition is necessary to support its approval.
On motion by Ruth Scheppard, seconded by Nancy Ridgeway and carried unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 8:51 pm.
