FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor prior to this meeting.  It is filed in the Town Clerk’s office. 

SPECIAL SPEAKER
Sandy Bonanno, Dune Coalition Chair, presented the components of the 16 point Stewardship Vision of the 2007 NYS Department of State report entitled "New York's Eastern Lake Ontario Dune and Wetland System: Guidelines for Resource Management in the 21st Century." This document relied heavily on input from local members of the Dune Coalition, and provided as its centerpiece the 16 point vision.  Ms. Bonanno requested a resolution from the Town Board that the Town of Sandy Creek support the vision and collaborate as appropriate in its implementation.  She also noted the problem of keeping the channel open and stated that several years ago there were 53 charter captains on Sandy Pond.  Today there are none.  Superintendent Kastler reported that the DEC was at the Pond today looking for a public boat launch site.  Councilman Yerdon reported that the funding for the launch is still available, but a public boat launch is still a year or two away.

Resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek adopts the following resolution:
WHEREAS, the Eastern Lake Ontario Dune and Wetland System is a unique and irreplaceable natural resource essential for the economic well-being, quality of life, and environmental health of the communities in the eastern Lake Ontario region of New York State; and
WHEREAS, The Eastern Lake Ontario Dune Coalition, comprised of representatives of local, state, and federal agencies, non-governmental organizations, and private landowners, has, and continues to carry out, a significant role for promoting the conservation and beneficial use of the Dune and Wetland System; and
WHEREAS, to assure long-term conservation and beneficial use of the Dune and Wetland System, it is desirable to continue the collaborative efforts exemplified by The Eastern Lake Ontario Dune Coalition, including efforts to advance the Stewardship Vision set forth in the report New York’s Eastern Lake Ontario Dune and Wetland System: Guidelines for Resource Management in the 21st Century; and

WHEREAS, that Stewardship Vision consists of 16 ideals reflecting the concept of perpetual stewardship whereby citizens, governmental officials and agencies, and organizations with an interest or authority pertaining to the Dune and Wetland System may act as collaborating partners to help sustain the natural, cultural, social, and economic values of the Dune and Wetland System for the benefit of future generations;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: that the Town of Sandy Creek pledges to work voluntarily and collaboratively, within the context of its organizational interests and mission, to advance the Stewardship Vision for Resource Conservation and Beneficial Use of the Eastern Lake Ontario Dune and Wetland System.
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  Ms. Shapiro will not be seeking tax exempt status for her recently purchased property.  Grievance Day will be June 4th this year.
Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann was absent this evening.  She impounded two dogs today.        
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.

Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the Department of Social Services is moving back to the Mexico offices this month after their asbestos abatement and building repair project.  Oswego County has proclaimed April 19-28, 2013 Earth Week.  The 2013 Rabies Clinic Schedule is now available.  The County’s real property auction is tentatively scheduled for July 13th.  On June 13th the ability to buy back the properties will expire.     
Library – Branden Smith reported that wireless internet for up to 50 users is now available at the library.  Some rewiring work has been done and new light fixtures & bulbs were obtained from National Grid.  A gift basket was raffled off last month.  This month’s library trustees’ meeting has been postponed.  Valerie Cascanet reported that $113 was made on the raffle.  Scott Trump still needs to look at the roof again.  There is still one section of the library that needs rewiring.  Two trustees attended the school’s Family Health Expo on March 13th.  Their table showcased books on healthy food and activities.  Fifty people visited the display.  A thank you was received from Robert Kent, an architect that worked on the library renovation.  They have offered digital blueprints at no charge.       
NOCA – The monthly report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance has not been received at this time.
Planning Board – Secretary Pat McCullough read the report from the April 2th meeting of the Sandy Creek Regional Planning Board.       
Highway Superintendent – Superintendent Mike Kastler read the monthly report and it is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  He would like to replace the 2002 loader.  The state bid price is good until June 1st.  
Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for March has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  He attended code school in Syracuse last week with about 320 others.  Campers and campgrounds are an issue across the state.  Violation notices were sent out with a June 1st deadline.  Mr. Archibee has responded.  A new septic system and drainage has been installed on the White property.  CEO Howland has received one quote for an asbestos survey and abatement of the Casey property.  Air quality testing would be done by a second company.  Supervisor Ridgeway and Planning Board member Bill Joyce would like to accompany CEO Howland when he does campground inspections.

Travel Expense Policy – Councilman Gove is researching this type of policy for the town.  
Barton & Longuidice, P.C. – Dustin Clark, P.E. was present to update the board on the water projects.  The town must acquire a parcel of land for the meter and chlorination station by next spring.

Water Advisory Committee – Councilman Yerdon reported that Mr. Havener from the Oswego County Health Department attended their March meeting.  Barton & Loguidice has prepared a draft “Standard Specifications and Details for Water Facilities” to be approved by the Town Board.  Councilman Yerdon also received correspondence from the Oswego County Agriculture and Farmland Protection Board asking that the town not create a hardship for farmers by placing them in more than one water district.     
Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of March totaled $1,945.50.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.
OLD BUSINESS:
Several town officials went to the Government Day classes held at JCC on March 28th.  A letter went to the SC Village Board concerning the purchase of water signed by Dustin Clark, B & L engineer; Allison Nelson, attorney-for-the-town and Nancy Ridgeway, Town Supervisor.  Letters were sent out by CEO Howland to owners of the Archibee, VanRy, and Bower properties.  The Town Board needs to adopt the local laws for extending the terms of office for the Supervisor; Town Clerk and Highway Superintendent.
