CALL TO ORDER:

Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called this special meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.  The purpose of this meeting was to discuss water department positions, a Town expense policy, and proposed local laws.

Resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek will hold a Public Hearing on the 8th day of May 2013 at 7:00 pm at the Town Hall to consider the adoption of proposed Local Law #1 of 2013, a local law for Flood Damage Prevention; Local Law #2, a local law repealing Local Law No. 2 of 1981, Local Law No. 1 of 1987, Local Law No. 3 of 1989, Local Law No. 1 of 1993 and Local Law No. 1 of 1995; Local Laws #3, 4 & 5, local laws to extend the terms of office of the Town Highway Superintendent, Town Clerk, and Town Supervisor respectively.
The need for a water operator for the town’s two future water districts was discussed.  The Town Board is considering hiring someone from within the Highway Department to assume the duties of water operator as the position will not require 40 hours per week on a regular basis.  Details would have to be worked out with the Teamsters Union if this option is taken.  The position does require specific schooling.  Dustin Clark of B&L explained that the water operator could have duties during water district #1 construction and would have opportunity to observe and learn about the system.  The position could begin at approximately 10 hours per week up to full-time as the system is constructed.  The town is contracted with the Town of Richland to provide the water operator service as the district initially becomes operational, but the Town of Sandy Creek will need its own operator in the future for water districts #1 and #2.  Each new water service will need to be inspected.  A water operator’s license is not required to do inspections.  A water department will be needed for future repairs, flushing hydrants, chlorination and many other tasks as the department grows.  It was suggested that the Town advertise this position publicly to see if there are candidates available with the proper education and experience.  The Town Board does believe it must hire a union operator.  The hours for this position may vary between part-time and full-time.  It was noted that the contractors building the water system will keep the roads that they are working on open in the winter months.  They will not rely on the highway department to plow these areas.
The agreement with the Sandy Pond Channel Maintenance Association needs to be renewed.  The wording regarding the time the highway department must spend operating the dredge was discussed.  Councilman Yerdon explained the details of an accident that occurred on Sunday, April 21st near the channel.

Councilman Gove is researching travel expense policies for the Town Board to consider implementing.  

Dustin Clark explained that several agencies must approve the project design for Water District #1 before the project may go out for bid.  He explained that a check for $4,900.00 will need to be rewritten to CSX Railroad due to some communication errors.  The village’s engineer, Jack Dodson has been discussing the IMA for Water District #2 with their attorney, Mark Gebo.  The Village of Sandy Creek Board of Trustees meets on May 6th.  Mr. Clark spoke with Renee Hotte of the USDA-RD today about our grant application.  He will put together an approximate timeline for Water District #2 at the request of Water Advisory Committee member Jim Forsyth.

The acquisition of property for the meter and chlorination station was discussed.  Supervisor Ridgeway will speak personally to Mr. Waful to see if he is interested in selling any land.  A draft local law for public water is ready for review.  The optional areas for Water District #1 need to have their EDU of 0.1 assigned. 

The hiring of a water clerk was also discussed.  This position will require 20 to 30 hours per week for approximately two years.   

Superintendent Kastler has been speaking with a vendor about the purchase of a loader on state bid.  The price has come down by approximately $6,400.00 and is good until June 1st .

On motion by Nancy Ridgeway, seconded by Ruth Scheppard and carried unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 9:32 pm.
