FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor prior to this meeting.  It was filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer- Marjorie O’Grady McCann was absent this evening.
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.
Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the Oswego County Legislature is holding a special meeting on April 14th on their budget.  They are discussing the 2015 budget already.  Sales tax revenue is down this year.  On April 25th the Municipal Innovation Exchange(MIX) Summit is being held in Syracuse.  This will be an opportunity for school, county, town and village officials to explore shared services and efficiencies.      
Library – Barb Alton introduced the new director of the library, Kelly Brodeur.  She has initiated some changes.  The Saturday story hour has increased in attendance.  The security system is being upgraded.  Superintendent Kastler gave an update on the generator replacement.  There has been more water in the basement.  The Village of Sandy Creek will be doing a drainage assessment. 
NOCA – Northern Oswego County Ambulance’s quarterly report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  The second installment of the contract is due this month.
Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice read the report of the Sandy Creek Regional Planning Board.  They held their meeting on April 1st.  The report is on file in the office of the Town Clerk.  

Highway Superintendent – Superintendent Mike Kastler read his monthly report and it is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  He reported that we have proceeded with appraisals on 2 parcels for eminent domain.  A list is being kept in the Town Clerk’s office for those property owners that are interested in public water in the near future.                 

Water Advisory Committee – Chairman Norma Newman reported.  She feels that the water department has been doing a good job with this project.  She plans to attend the joint town meeting with the Town of Richland on April 28th.  The water committee has recommended two EDU changes.

Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of March totaled $1,536.69.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.  On April 11th tax collection will be returned and settled with the Oswego County Treasurer’s office.
Engineers – Dustin J. Clark, P.E., Senior Project Engineer with Barton & Loguidice was present to give an update on the water districts.  He spoke about the construction progress for water district #1.  Road restoration issues were discussed.  The progress and next steps for water district #2 were discussed.  There is interest in extensions to both water districts.  New districts can be formed, but they need a single water source per district.  There was discussion on the process for private roads to become town roads.

Comprehensive Plan – Margaret Kastler spoke about the progress toward completion of the Comprehensive Plan.  She wants the Town Board to review the first 40 pages of the over 200 page document.  The Town Board will act as lead agency.  The long SEQR form is required.

RESOLUTION 39-14:  BOND RESOLUTION
At a regular meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek, in the County of Oswego, in the State of New York on the 9th day of April, 2014:

Nancy Ridgeway presented the following resolution and moved that it be adopted:

BOND RESOLUTION DATED APRIL 9, 2014 OF THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF SANDY CREEK AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $1,658,000.00 AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF SERIAL GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS TO FINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION AND INSTALLATION OF A WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM FOR THE TOWN OF SANDY CREEK WATER DISTRICT NO. 2 AT AN ESTIMATED MAXIMUM COST OF $1,658,000.00, LEVY OF TAX IN ANNUAL INSTALLMENTS IN PAYMENT THEREOF, THE EXPENDITURE OF SUCH SUM FOR SUCH PURPOSE, AND DETERMINING OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek (the “Town”), by resolution duly adopted on February 12, 2014, approved the formation and establishment of the Town of Sandy Creek WATER DISTRICT NO. 2 pursuant to Article 12-A of the Town Law of the State of New York (the “Water District); and
WHEREAS, the Town Board has issued a negative declaration determining that the improvements to be undertaken in furtherance of the purpose to be financed pursuant to this Resolution will not have a significant effect on the environment;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town (by favorable vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of the Board) as follows:

Section 1.  The Town is hereby authorized to issue its serial general obligation bonds (the “Bonds”) in the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $1,658,000.00 pursuant to the Local Finance Law of New York, in order to finance the class of objects or purposes described herein.

Section 2.  The class of objects or purposes (herein referred to as “Purpose”) to be financed pursuant to this resolution is the construction and installation of a water distribution system for the Water District, including rights in land and the acquisition of equipment, machinery or apparatus.  

Section 3.  It is hereby determined and declared that (a) the maximum cost of the Purpose, as estimated by the Town Board, is $1,658,000.00, and (b) the Town plans to finance the cost of the Purpose entirely from funds raised by the issuance of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes hereinafter referred to and a grant and loan to be received from United States Department of Agriculture, Rural Development, and a CDBG grant.

Section 4.  It is hereby determined that the Purpose is one of the class of objects or purposes described in Paragraph 1 of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, and that the period of probable usefulness of the Purpose is forty (40) years.  The proposed maturity of the Bonds authorized herein will be in excess of five (5) years.

Section 5.  Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any notes issued in anticipation of such bonds as the project consists of the acquisition, construction, reconstruction or equipment of or additions to facilities for the distribution of water.

Section 6.  Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town, the chief fiscal officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said Supervisor of the Town, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 7.  The power to further authorize the issuance of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes and to prescribe the terms, form and contents of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes, including the use of substantially level debt service and consolidation with other issues, subject to the provisions of this Resolution and the Local Finance Law, and to sell and deliver the Bonds and bond anticipation notes, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town.  The Supervisor of the Town is hereby authorized to sign and the Town Clerk is hereby authorized to attest any Bonds and bond anticipation notes issued pursuant to this Resolution, and to affix to such Bonds and bond anticipation notes the corporate seal of the Town.

Section 8.  The faith and credit of the Town of Sandy Creek, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such Bonds and bond anticipation notes as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year, to the extent the necessary funds are not provided from other sources.  Subject to the provisions of Chapter 97 of the Laws of 2011 of the State of New York, there shall be levied annually on all taxable real property in the Town, a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and payable, to the extent the necessary funds are not provided from other sources.

Section 9.  The Supervisor of the Town is further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the Bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and to designate the Bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” in accordance with Section 265(b)(3) of the Code. 

Section 10.  Pending the sale of Bonds herein authorized, the temporary use of funds from the Town’s general fund, pursuant to the provisions of Section 165.10 of the New York Local Finance Law, is hereby authorized.  The Town reasonably expects to reimburse itself from the proceeds of Bonds or notes herein authorized for expenditures made for the purpose to be financed by this resolution prior to the issuance of such Bonds or notes, and this resolution is intended to constitute a declaration of official intent to reimburse for the purposes of U.S. Treasury § 1.150-2.  

Section 11.  This Resolution shall be published in full by the Town Clerk together with a notice in substantially the form prescribed by Section 81.00 of said Local Finance Law, and such publication shall be in each official newspaper of the Town.  The validity of the Bonds or of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds may be contested only if such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Town is not authorized to expend money, or the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this Resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication; or if said obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.


Section 12.  The firm Hiscock & Barclay, LLP is hereby appointed Bond Counsel of the Town in connection with the bonds and notes herein authorized.
Section 14.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
