CALL TO ORDER:
Town Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called this special meeting to order at 7:01 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.  She turned the meeting over to Dustin Clark, P.E., Senior Project Engineer for Barton & Loguidice.  This special meeting was held to discuss progress on the Eastern Shore Water Project.

The first business discussed was the Inter-Municipal Agreement (IMA) between the two towns.  The current EDU schedule was added as the last page.  The Town of Sandy Creek will now operate the Sandy Creek portion.  Richland will bill Sandy Creek for water based on the master metering reading on June 1 and December 1 of each year.  This IMA will expire on December 31, 2014.

Town of Richland Supervisor Dan Krupke thanked the Town of Sandy Creek, Dustin Clark, and Attorney Allison Nelson for their work on the IMA.  He is happy to see the project moving forward.

An issue on the Gray property in the Town of Richland was discussed.  The DOT denied the permit.  Both parties think they own the right-of-way.  A surveyor will be hired.  Mr. Gray has parked machinery in the right-of-way to stop the project.

Contract #4 has been awarded.  Notice of the award has been sent out.  There are only 4 outstanding easements to date.  

On Rainbow Shores Road South there are two parcels that will likely need to go to eminent domain.  If the towns do not move on this now the project could be delayed.

Resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek authorizes Attorney Nelson to order an appraisal on the Jamroz and Mick properties on Rainbow Shores Road South.

The additional sections of the Eastern Shore Water Project were discussed.  There are three sections in Richland left to be completed.  There appears to be enough left in the budget to complete all of the additional sections.  Any unused money would need to be returned to the funding agency.  Extensions inside the district map are possible and connections can be made where needed.  The funding cannot be used outside the district boundary.  

Bishop Road in Richland was discussed.  Funding agency approval and more permits may be needed.  The Richland Town Board will review the Bishop Road area needs.  Contract #5 for the additional construction will be necessary for spring 2015.  Sunset Lane and Sunset Circle in Sandy Creek are areas that need connections.  Some of the dead ends could be looped back into the system.  The EFC funding can only be used for construction, not operation and maintenance.  B&L will work with the EFC to determine what they will allow the remaining funds to be used for and what permits are necessary and inform the towns of the options. Amendments to a water district’s map, plan and report are no longer allowed.   

The water tank in Richland was discussed.  It may need painting or possibly cleaning.  It actually may be cheaper to purchase a new tank.  Due to last winter’s severity, some municipalities had ice form in their water tanks.  Tank mixing procedures were discussed.  There are models similar to air flow circulation models.  Cycles of water turnover and sometimes overfilling is necessary to keep the top three feet of water from stagnating in the tank.

It will be a little while before the master meter and chlorination station will be operational.  For the first billing from Richland, we may need to use the sum of the individual meters.  It will likely be only for approximately one month’s water usage.  There were no objections from the Richland board members.  

The Sandy Creek tank is approved for use.  If the tank is online water will be available for fire flow, but we may need to wait until the tank software is online before the fire hydrants can be used.  A letter regarding water usage should be sent to the fire departments.  

The chlorination level regulation was discussed.  A normal level is usually 0.5 to 1.0 ppm.  

In Sandy Creek approximately 300 homes have purchased their water equipment.  Others that plan to hook up to the water system need to get their equipment very soon.

The next joint meeting was scheduled for September 24th at 7 pm at the Sandy Creek Town Hall.  A request from NYS Senator Patty Richie regarding Fort Drum was discussed.

WHEREAS, When New York City was attacked on September 11, 2001, soldiers from the Northeast’s largest military post, Fort Drum in Northern New York, answered their country’s call by leading the American response against the Al-Qaeda terrorist responsible for the murder of over 3,000 civilians at the Twin Towers; and
WHEREAS, Since its reactivation in 1985, the 10th Mountain Division has been the most deployed unit in the U.S. Army, repeatedly serving as the point of the spear when America has sent troops into harm’s way; and
WHEREAS, Today the Army is proposing troop reductions that could mean significant cuts at Fort Drum, the North Country’s leading economic engine and one of America’s premier fighting forces; and
WHEREAS, The town board members of the towns of Richland and Sandy Creek believe that Fort Drum’s 37,000 soldiers and family members, 3,895 civilian employees, $1.2 billion annual payroll and $1.4 billion annual economic impact are essential to the future prosperity and success of the North Country, as well as the long-term security of the United States of America; and
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That we, as citizens of New York State, wish to show our support for the men and women of Fort Drum who have earned our respect and support by repeatedly going into harm’s way risking life & limbs to protect our American way of life; and
BE IT RESOLVED FURTHER, that as residents of the Empire State, we are proud to join in standing up for the 10th Mountain Division and Fort Drum, and urge the Army and our military leaders to reject any reductions in troop strength or operations at this vital post.
