CALL TO ORDER:

Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called this special meeting to order at 7:01 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.  She welcomed the Town of Richland officials and turned the meeting over to Dustin Clark, P.E., Senior Project Engineer for Barton & Loguidice.  This special meeting was held to review the bid results from July 31st for the Eastern Shore Water Project.  Base bids were received for ductile iron piping and alternate bids were received for PVC piping.
Mr. Clark explained that the towns had to decide on piping material for the project.  PVC pipe will cost approximately $600,000 less than ductile iron for this project.  The total budget estimate for the pipe and water tank was $10.2 million.  Bids came in at $9.3 million for ductile iron and $8.7 million for PVC material.  With the bids coming in under budget, it is more likely that some of the optional service areas will be served.

There are pros and cons for both types of pipe.  PVC requires a saddle rather than threaded connections.  PVC needs lining for the pipe beds.  While PVC piping is not prevalent in Northern NY, it is very common outside of NYS.  Our bidders are experienced in the installation of PVC material and it is easier to handle than ductile iron.  The two types of pipe can be connected together with a special fitting.  The fire hydrants and valves will be iron.  The PVC bids do include tracer wire for the pipe and the lining material for the pipe beds.  More customers can be served with the PVC option.  There are no adverse environmental effects known with PVC plastic pipes.  

HDPE piping with be used for directional drilling horizontally underground at some road crossings, archaeological sensitive areas, and stream crossings
.

There are options for paying back the 30 loan on this project, but it will be 2.5 to 3 years before that decision must be made.

A discussion was held on the force account work.  There will be a technical force account and an administrative force account.  Sandy Creek is installing more miles of water main than Richland on this project.  It is possible that 6 or 7 different crews will be working at the same time.  A press release will be prepared to announce the 0% financing and a groundbreaking ceremony.  The Town of Sandy Creek will hold another informational meeting for easements at the Sandy Pond Sportsman’s Club on Sunday, August 25th at 10 AM.  
Town of Richland Supervisor Dan Krupke met with US Congressmen Hanna and Maffei regarding the regulation of Lake Ontario water levels.  The International Joint Commission is proposing a 6 foot range for the lake level.  There is a 4 foot range now.      
Jim Jerome of North Rainbow Shores Road will be speaking at Sandy Creek’s regular monthly meeting on August 14th about how this change could be detrimental for waterfront property owners.  

On motion by Kern Yerdon, seconded by Sue Haynes and carried unanimously, the joint meeting was closed at 8:00 pm.  
The Town of Sandy Creek Town Board remained in session to discuss library and dog control issues.  They discussed reducing the Highway Superintendent’s salary for 2014 by 5%.  The need for ground cover for the Barnard Cemetery was also discussed.
On motion by Kevin Halsey, seconded by Cheryl Yerdon and carried unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 8:43 pm.
