FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor and it was filed with the Town Clerk prior to this meeting. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Margaret Groman of Stanley Drive commented on the noise created by the Sandy Pond Steakhouse.  At a prior meeting suggestions were made to the management of the restaurant to reduce the volume of the music, to move the speakers indoors, to construct a noise barricade, or synchronize the speakers.  Mrs. Groman does not believe any of the suggestions have been implemented.  Mrs. Groman’s daughter, Theresa Groman is keeping a log of the noise occurrences.  The NYS Troopers have been called on more than one occasion.  There was much discussion from those in attendance.  It was suggested that some of the noise at the Pond comes from boaters.  It was suggested that the Attorney-for-the –Town send a letter to the management asking them to control the noise.  Jim Jerome of North Rainbow Shores Road believes that the restaurant is still charging the public to launch their boats.  The Town has erected a sign stating that there is a free public boat launch located beside the restaurant.  However, the Steakhouse can charge boaters to park in their parking lot.  Mr. Jerome also expressed concern over an obstructed view near the Rainbow Shores Campground.  This issue will be addressed by the highway department.  
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  She has coded the parcels included in water district #1 in the real property database.
Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann reported that she has impounded two dogs and has a Doberman hound for adoption.

Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.  She thanked the Town Board for finishing the renovation of the lower level of the Town Hall.  She is planning a walking tour at Woodlawn Cemetery for September 1st.            
Town Justice- The judges’ reports for July have been filed with the Town Supervisor.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the Oswego County Legislature plans to sign a contract on August 9th for medical air transport based in Watertown.  The landing pad will be near the Sawmill Road tower.  On August 9th the legislature meets at the Pulaski Courthouse at 2 pm.     
Library – President Michelle Farrand thanked the community for supporting the library at the “Chick It Out” event.  Six local authors were present.  The library raised $530.00 by selling chicken dinners, books, and plants.  August 16th will be the last day for the summer program.  The library is conducting a survey beginning August 9th.  It will be available on their website.  They are considering hosting Birds of Prey by Rick West from the Adams area in late September.  The construction grant application was submitted to NYS Parks and Recreation for first approval.  It is due August 17th at North Country Library Systems.  The funding has been cut to a 50/50 match.  Projects parts must be prioritized in order of their importance.  Estimates are still needed to complete this application.  Diane Brosch has been recommended as trustee of the library board.  Librarian Valerie Cascanet reported that the necessary electrical work and outdoor lighting has been repaired.  The Village of Sandy Creek will be opening bids for sidewalks on August 13th and it is hoped that the library sidewalk repair can be included.  The lift is being repaired on August 9th at 9:30 am.  The village may also trim the trees at the library.     

NOCA – It is too early in the month for the report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance to be received yet.

Planning Board –Chairman Shirley Rice read the August 7th meeting report.  The report is on file and available for public inspection in the office of the Town Clerk.  

Highway Superintendent- Mike Kastler read his report for July.  It is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  
Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for July is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  An administrative hearing on the Casey property will be scheduled for September 12th at 7:30 pm.  Two insurance companies are involved in the settlement of the burned out house on Center Road.  A property on US Rt 11 is being foreclosed on by the bank.  Several homeowners are not mowing their lawns this summer.   
Water District #1- Councilman Yerdon reported that the water committee met with the Town of Richland water board.  The meeting was very informative and good discussion was held.  Richland is considering altering their part of the water project by removing 2500 feet of pipe and extending 750 feet to Senator Barclay’s visitor center.  John Schwartz is Chairman and Norma Newman is Secretary for our water committee.  They will be meeting August 14th at 7 pm.
Barton & Longuidice, P.C. – Dustin Clark, P.E. was present to update the board on the water projects.  The three year short term funding application is scheduled to go to the EFC loan committee on August 30th with approval scheduled for September 13th.  The EFC is scheduling a conference call for August 15th or 16th to discuss the proposed Richland WD#3 modification.  The EFC must approve the change.  It is minor and should not affect costs to the Eastern Shore Water Project.  The NYSDOT is requiring additional work on this project.  Mr. Clark explained the map of the water system layout.  The water pressure from the well sites will be reduced.  There will be a control valve on Maltby Road.  It is likely that chlorine will need to be added for the Pond area in the winter.  It is better when more water is moving through the system.  The tower on Bishop Road and the North Pond tower will be at the same elevation.  The water in the tanks must be circulated to keep it fresh.  The tanks hold 800,000 gallons of water which will be available in case of a fire.  Richland can pump 1,300 gallons per minute into the system.  Richland’s operators can fill the tanks from their laptops.  There was good discussion regarding the interconnect valve between the two towns at last night’s water board meeting.  Water District #1 will include 37 miles of water main.  Title search results are beginning to come in and once the easement maps are finalized, easements will be sent out.  This will occur in approximately three weeks.  It is estimated that 20 to 30 will be mailed out per week.  Public outreach will now be an important part of the project.  The Map, Plan & Report for proposed water district #2 was approved on July 25th and a resolution has been prepared for tonight’s meeting.     

Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of July totaled $2,430.76.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.  Hunting, fishing, and trapping licenses for the 2012-13 season go on sale on August 13th.  The Town Clerk’s office is working with Dale Steele on the Dog Enumeration.  Many new dogs are being licensed.  

OLD BUSINESS: 
The water level is dropping everyday, but because the funds have been expended the dredging of the channel has stopped.  A petition has been drafted asking for the rules for dredging to be changed.  Carpets have been shampooed and the tile floors have been stripped and waxed in the Town Hall.  Superintendent Kastler explained that he likely will not use the old 7 foot plow.  Some local individuals may be interested in buying the 2005 pickup truck with the plow.

RESOLUTION/ORDER SCHEDULING PUBLIC HEARING

PERTAINING TO THE PROPOSED FORMATION OF THE 

TOWN OF SANDY CREEK WATER DISTRICT NO. 2 

PURSUANT TO ARTICLE 12-A, SECTION 209-d OF THE TOWN LAW

OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK


WHEREAS, the Town Board for the Town of Sandy Creek, is considering the formation of a water district in the Town of Sandy Creek to be known as the Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board believes it in the best interest of the citizens of the Town to form a water district, said proposed water distribution system to include the areas described in Schedule A attached hereto and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, to further consider a proposed water district to be known as the Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2, and pursuant to Article 12-A of the Town Law of the State of New York, the Town Board directed Barton & Loguidice, P.C., Consulting Engineers of 290 Elwood Davis Road, Box 3107, Syracuse, NY  13220, to prepare a Map, Plan and Report of the proposed water district; and


WHEREAS, said Map, Plan and Report was filed with the Town Clerk for the Town of Sandy Creek the 25th day of July, 2012, entitled Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2 Map, Plan and Report, July 2012; and


WHEREAS, this Board has reviewed the Map, Plan and Report, and wishes to schedule a public hearing regarding the possible formation of a water improvement district to be known as the Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2 pursuant to Article 12-A Section 209-d of the Town Law of the State of New York.

NOW, THEREFORE, on motion made by Nancy Ridgeway and seconded by Ruth Scheppard, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:


1.
That this Board will hold a Public Hearing pursuant to Section 209-d of the Town Law of the State of New York on the 12th day of September, 2012 at 7 p.m. at the Town Hall, 1992 Harwood Drive, Sandy Creek, New York to consider the formation of a water district to be known as the Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2, and directs that notice of same be given pursuant to law.

2.
That pertaining to the proposed water district, the Town Board does hereby find as follows:


a.
A description of the boundaries of the proposed water district is more particularly set forth in Schedule A attached hereto and made a part hereof.

b.
The improvements proposed would be as follows:


The proposed Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2 facilities generally include the installation of approximately 15,270 linear feet (2.9 miles) of new 8-inch ductile iron water main and appurtenances.  The project also includes the installation of 7,850 linear feet of new private service laterals, installation of water meters and connection to the existing household piping for all houses within the proposed district. Hydrants would be installed at terminal ends and at approximate 600 feet intervals.

  c.
That the maximum amount proposed to be expended for the improvement and formation of the district is One Million Six Hundred Fifty Eight Thousand ($1,658,000.00) Dollars.

  d.
Financing for the proposed project will be pursued through USDA Rural Development. It is anticipated that the proposed project will be eligible for a 38 year loan at 2.5% interest. It is also anticipated that the proposed project will receive USDA RD grant for One Million ($1,000,000) Dollars.

The resulting initial annual unit charge (capital cost and O&M charges) is estimated to be $775 per equivalent dwelling unit (EDU).  This charge represents the total annual cost to a typical single-family household, inclusive of water purchase.   
e.
The Map, Plan and Report describing such improvements as prepared by Barton & Loguidice, P.C., and filed in the Town Clerk’s Office of the Town of Sandy Creek, is available for public inspection.


3.
That the Town Clerk of the Town of Sandy Creek is hereby authorized and directed to publish a copy of this Resolution/Order in the Watertown Daily Times, the official newspaper for the Town of Sandy Creek, and to post a copy of same on the official bulletin board for the Town of Sandy Creek in the time and manner required by law.
