FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor and it was filed with the Town Clerk prior to this meeting. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
There were none at this time.

REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.              
Town Justice- Judge Crast’s and Judge Longo’s reports for November have been filed with the Town Supervisor.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the Oswego County Legislature has passed their 2013 budget.  The rate has increased a few cents.  The AirOne helicopter is on board to service Oswego County.  No decision has been made on the closure of transfer stations.  They will remain open in 2013.  The Department of Social Services is moving from Mexico to Fulton.           
Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann reported that she has been impounding dogs in the last two months.  Some German Shephard- Sheltie mix puppies were abandoned at Sandy Pond. A male is still available for adoption.  A pug mix is also available.  They can be seen on the Petfinder website.  Mrs. McCann requested that a letter be sent to Mike Allen at E911 stating that she is a dog control officer and can not respond to calls for other animal species.  She has been unable to work on the delinquent dog license list this month.    

Library – Their minutes have been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  The Library Board hosted a reception for the Town Board earlier this evening and is now holding a meeting of their own.     

NOCA – The monthly report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance was received and filed in the office of the Town Clerk.  
Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice read the December 4th meeting report.  The report is on file and available for public inspection in the office of the Town Clerk.  A discussion on using a laptop and/or their desktop computer was held.

Highway Superintendent- Mike Kastler read his report for November.  It is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.      
Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for November is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  There is nothing new to report on the Casey property.  The burned out house on Center Road is cleaned up.  In the spring he will work on cleaning up properties again.  Sprinkler systems may be required in all new homes in the near future. 
Library Committee – Councilman Gove reported that the exterior work at the library is done until spring.  Many improvements have been made to the interior as well.   

Water Committee- Councilman Yerdon reported that the Water Advisory Committee is working on EDU’s for Water District #1.  She would like to get photographs of the well site.  Mrs. Yerdon will coordinate a class on  Pictometry with Adrienne from the county and invite the Planning Board to attend.  She reviewed the Board Update received from Dustin Clark, P.E. of Barton & Loguidice, P.C.  An intermunicipal agreement with the Village of Sandy Creek is needed for Water District #2 to proceed.  
Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of November totaled $2,920.50.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.  Information on a bus from JCC to the Association of Towns Annual Meeting and Training School in New York City February 17– 20, 2013 was received.  A reservation must be made by December 14th for the bus.

Sandy Creek Fire Department Chief Dale Thomas called to see about volunteer firefighters getting town insurance as per a law passed in May 2010.  Supervisor Ridgeway talked to the Teamsters Union and they do not allow more non-bargaining people than bargaining people per municipality.  There are 6 bargaining members at the Town barn and 4 others who are non-bargaining employees of the Town.  Jill Mattison and Pat McCullough pay 100% of their premiums and Mike Kastler and Tammy Miller pay 20% of theirs.  The Teamsters suggested that the firemen contact NYSHIP (NY State Health Insurance Fund) and Mrs. Ridgeway gave this information to Chief Thomas.

The transfer of funds was necessary to cover the cost of the Annual Audit of the Chief Fiscal Officer’s records for 2011.   Oswego County is out of the insurance business, so the 4 volunteer ambulance corps that are affected are NOCA; North Shore; McFee and Sovac.  Taxes have been levied on the Town of Sandy Creek for an additional $5,451.00.  $1,625.00 was also levied to the Village of Sandy Creek and $1,227.00 to the Village of Lacona.
