The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor for December 2013 prior to this meeting.  It was filed in the Town Clerk’s office today.  The report for January has not been filed yet.

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer- Marjorie O’Grady McCann was absent, but had e-mailed her report.  Supervisor Ridgeway read a summary of her report.
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.  She plans to publish three new books, one each on doctors, schools, and Woodlawn Cemetery.  
Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that she was in Albany at the beginning of this month.  The county legislators would like to stop unfunded mandates, but there is no mandate relief in sight.  There is no word on the fate of the county transfer stations.  The legislature meets on February 13th at 2 pm in Oswego and will likely pass a resolution regarding crossbow hunting.  She is the Vice Chair of the Public Safety committee and is on the Health committee.

Highway Superintendent – Superintendent Mike Kastler read his monthly report and it is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.                

Library – Barb Alton reported that the new furnace has been installed and is working well.  Valerie Cascanet is no longer working at the library.  Interviews for a new director will begin on February 13th.  There will be a substitute director in the interim.  Patronage has increased recently.

WHEREAS, the Town Board has been asked to consider the formation of a water district in the Town of Sandy Creek to be known as the Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2, pursuant to Article 12-A of the Town Law of the State of New York; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek directed Barton & Loguidice, P.C., to prepare a Map, Plan and Report to consider all aspects of the proposed water district; and


WHEREAS, said Map, Plan and Report was duly filed with the Town Clerk for the Town of Sandy Creek on the 25th day of July, 2012; and


WHEREAS, at a regular meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek held the 13th day of January, 2014, the Town Board reviewed the Map Plan and Report and reviewed the revised financing plan and directed the Town Clerk to publish an Order and Resolution/Notice of Public Hearing scheduling another Public Hearing on the proposed Water District for February 12, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. at the Sandy Creek Town Hall, 1992 Harwood Drive, Sandy Creek, New York and to publish notice of same in the official newspaper for the Town all pursuant to Article 12-A, Section 209-d of the Town Law of the State of New York; and


WHEREAS, the Notice of the Public Hearing was published in the official newspaper of the Town, Watertown Daily Times, and posted on the Town bulletin board pursuant to Section 209-d of the Town Law of the State of New York; and


WHEREAS, said public hearing having been held February 12, 2014 at 7:00 p.m., after notice, with all interested persons having been heard on the proposed district; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board at its regular meeting following the public hearing, had a full discussion pertaining to the proposed Town of Sandy Creek Water District No. 2, has heard the public comments, and has discussed same with the engineers, Barton & Loguidice, P.C., as well as with the attorney to the Town Board, Allison J. Nelson, Esq., and
