Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. She asked the Highway Superintendent to report first and then he is excused to attend a class this evening.

Highway Superintendent – Michael C. Kastler read his monthly report and it is on file in the Town Clerk’s office. He has specifications available for a dump box that he would like to purchase for the highway department.

FINANCIAL REPORT
The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor and it was filed with the Town Clerk at this meeting. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Bruce Walker of Co. Rt. 22A reported that he once again has very little water pressure at his residence. His washing machine took 9 hours to fill. The trailer located two properties down the hill has running water underneath it. This will drastically increase the water bills of more than twelve of the nearby residents. It is also causing water damage to the next property downhill from it.

REPORTS:
Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.


Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for January is on file in the Town Clerk’s office. He is excused tonight for vacation. 


Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann reported that she has been very busy this month. Six dogs were impounded with 4 of them redeemed. An Australian shepherd is being neutered today and is available for adoption on the All Creatures Big and Small website. A one-year-old female beagle was picked up on Hadley Road. She has written tickets. She will speak to the veterinarian’s office in Pulaski about holding a rabies clinic at the Sandy Creek Town Barn. 


Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection. Supervisor Ridgeway reported that a Cemetery Day is being planned for September 1st at Woodlawn Cemetery. 


Town Justice- The judges’ reports for January have been filed with the Town Supervisor. 


Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that there is no mandate relief in sight. She attended a conference in Albany last week. Medicaid will be completely taken over by the state in 4 to 5 years. She gave the Town Board copies of information on the new addition to the open meetings law. The Town of Sandy Creek does have a quit claim deed to the boat launch at the end of Wigwam Drive. The Oswego County Legislature meets on February 9th at 2 pm.


Library – Secretary Michelle Farrand reported that Mrs. Cascanet has started a donation jug for the library. The donations will be deposited on a weekly basis. There is a matching funds grant for children’s books. The donations will be used for this. The library is partnering with the school on a program for the “Hunger Games”, a popular book series March 19 – 23rd. New library officers are President Michelle Farrand, Vice President Branden Smith, Secretary Melinda VanRy, and Michelle Farrand is also still acting Treasurer. April 8 – 14th is National Library Week. The library will sponsor a poster contest in the elementary school with a “Heart of the Community” theme. Mrs. Cascanet reported that Mary W. McGraw is interested in a seat on the library board. They would like to add additional seats to the board. Quotes are needed for both carpet and tile to finish the repair work at the library. The Town of Sandy Creek does own the library building and is the entity responsible for building repairs and maintenance. Attendance at the library is up and there have been no complaints about the library being closed evenings this winter. 


NOCA – The report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance has not been received yet as it is early in the month.


Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice read the report from the February 7th meeting. It is on file and available for public inspection in the office of the Town Clerk.

Website- Ruth also updated the board on the progress of the Town’s new website. It is still found at www.sandycreekny.us. It has a new look and Tom Bailey will keep it up-to-date.

Water District #1- Cheryl Yerdon reported on the meeting with the Town of Richland regarding the intermunicipal agreement. The Town is looking for interested people to serve on a water board. The use of a project manager was discussed. Cheryl has been in contact with Eric Pond regarding the site for the water tower and the Weaver Road entrance. She also attended a free water meter seminar on February 16th.

Water District #2 – Supervisor Ridgeway reported that as of February 6th 57% of the income surveys have been returned and the majority qualify as low income. Four volunteers are visiting the homes of those yet to respond.

Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of January totaled $751.00. This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection. Notice of renewal application for an on-premises alcoholic beverage license was received from Brewsters and The Elms. Two issues with the tax collection website have been rectified with Allen Tunnell Corporation. 

OLD BUSINESS: The renters are moved in, their insurance is in place, and rent and security deposit has been paid. The repair works is continuing at the library. Town officials participated in a tabletop emergency workshop in Parish. The Town is working on a petition to keep the 81 bridge on Miller Road open. The renovation work on the lower level of the Town Hall is 90% complete. 

NEW BUSINESS: Advanced Business Systems, our copier company, can provide internet technical support for the town offices. We will also check with our website designer to see if he also provides IT services. The generator maintenance contract proposal is $750 for a 12 month period. The villages and water works use another generator maintenance company. We will request a quote from them as well.
