WHEREAS, Tammy L. Miller, of the Town of Sandy Creek, County of Oswego, New York, has been elected to the office of Town Clerk of the Town of Sandy Creek; and


WHEREAS, Terry E. Crast, of the Town of Sandy Creek, County of Oswego, New York, has been elected to the office of Town Justice of the Town of Sandy Creek; and


WHEREAS, Victoria Longo, of the Town of Sandy Creek, County of Oswego, New York, has been elected to the office of Town Justice of the Town of Sandy Creek; and


WHEREAS, Michael C. Kastler, of the Town of Sandy Creek, County of Oswego, New York, has been elected to the office of Highway Superintendent of the Town of Sandy Creek; 


NOW, THEREFORE, we as respective officers above, do hereby undertake with the Town of Sandy Creek that we will faithfully discharge the duties of our office, and will promptly account for all moneys or property received as a Town Officer, in accordance with the law; and


This undertaking of the Town Supervisor is further conditioned upon that he will well and truly keep, pay over and account for all moneys and property, including any special district funds, belonging to the Town and coming into his hands as such Supervisor; and

The Town does and shall maintain insurance coverage, presently with National Grange Mutual, in the sum of $100,000 plus an additional $50,000 for the Supervisor and $100,000 for the Town Clerk/Tax Collector to indemnify against losses through the failure of the officers, clerks and employees covered thereunder faithfully to perform their duties or to account properly for all monies or property received by virtue of their positions or employment, and through fraudulent or dishonest acts committed by the officers, clerks and employees covered thereunder.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor prior to this meeting.  It is filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  This is an accounting of what is in the bank as the year-end report is not available yet. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Steve Washburn, Sandy Creek Village Trustee asked the Town Board to meet with the Village of Sandy Creek to discuss the establishment of a fire district encompassing the current Sandy Creek Fire Department’s area.  Both boards agreed to hold a joint meeting on February 7th at 7 pm at the Town Hall.  Creg Ivison thanked the Town for its assistance in completing the new section of the snowmobile trail. 
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann reported that she adopted out a German Shepherd Husky mix.  She has been responding to calls at Sandy Pond.  She explained that in a true emergency involving a dog 911 must be called.  The delinquent renewal lists are getting much shorter.     
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.

Town Justice- Judge Terry Crast reported that the Town Court exceeded its projected revenue for 2011 by over $17,000.00.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the Oswego County tax rate is 4 cents less than last year.  The county recently passed a law to regulate demonstrations at funerals.  After some research, she found that Oswego County does own the bridge and road to Sandy Island Beach State Park.
Library – Secretary Michelle Farrand thanked the Highway Department for their help cleaning out their shed.  They have tabled their election of officers at this time.  She thanked the Town Board for reappointing Nathan Barron to the library’s Board of Trustees.  Their next meeting is February 7th at 6 pm and is open to the public.  Currently there are no evening hours through March.  The library’s by-laws and policies are being edited and updated according to the latest legislation.  The board is interested in getting a worker form Americorps or Experience Works.  They have set the program calendar for the spring through fall months.  The library’s budget has been passed.  Mrs. Cascanet reported a hole at the edge of both ends of the driveway at the street, and that the roof and drywall repair is in progress.    
NOCA – The report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance was received and filed.
Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice read the report from the January 3rd meeting.  It is on file and available for public inspection in the office of the Town Clerk.  The Planning Board is considering a moratorium on hydrofracking.  Catania’s court date has been rescheduled for January 19th.  Ketty Salzman will be contacting the Planning Board about the modification to the Site Plan on Co Rt 62.  
Highway Superintendent – Michael C. Kastler read his monthly report and it is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  The possible closure of the Miller Road bridge was discussed.

Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for 2011 is on file in the Town Clerk’s office. He explained the breakdown of the numbers to the Town Board.  The Casey property violation was discussed.
