FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor prior to this meeting.  It is filed in the Town Clerk’s office. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  There were none at this time. 
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann reported that she picked up a male German Shepherd on Norton Road last week and a yellow Labrador Retriever in Lacona today.  She suggested putting a notice in the newspaper that the DCO is now visiting and ticketing those dog owners found in the enumeration with an unlicensed dog.  Her shelter and DCO inspection reports have been received and were rated satisfactory by NYS Department of Agriculture and Markets.        
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.

Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that she will receive her committee assignments next week.  Due to the 2010 Census the county is redistricting.  Each legislator is allowed 5,000 (+ or – 5%) constituents.  Legislator Kastler has over 5,000 now, but her district and a district in Constantia are the only ones not affected.  She will investigate to see if NOCA’s Workmen’s Compensation Insurance has changed.
Library – President Diane Brosch reported that many improvements have been made at the library.  They are working on requests from the recent survey.  The meeting room, children’s and young adult areas are being renovated and the library will be closed until January 23rd.  Saturday hours will increase to 10 am to 2 pm.  The LIBRE grant books have arrived.  A reception will be held in late February or March.  A raffle will be held in February.  Also, February is amnesty month.  Patrons may return overdue books in February with no fee.  Catherine Bryant has been recommended for appointment to the library’s Board of Trustees.  A second assistant has been hired to help at the library.  Librarian Valerie Cascanet reported that a story hour will resume at the library and that many improvements have been made in the last two years.    
NOCA – The report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance was received and filed.
Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice reported that the Sandy Creek Regional Planning Board met on January 8th and will have a full report next month.  Some of their members took the Pictometry class.    
Highway Superintendent – Michael C. Kastler read his monthly report and it is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  
Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for 2012 is on file in the Town Clerk’s office. He reported 99 permits for 2012.  The Casey and White property violations may now need to wait until spring to proceed due to snow.    

Water Advisory Committee-  Councilman Cheryl Yerdon reported that the WAC met on January 7th.  Adrienne Armstrong, GIS Specialist from Oswego County Real Property Tax Services presented an overview of Pictometry at 6 pm before the meeting.  This is also a good tool for the Assessor, CEO, and Planning Board and is free for now.  The WAC will meet again on January 21st at 6 pm to work on the local law.  The map plans have been studied.  The Assessor’s office is adding EDU assessments to their database.  Barton & Loguidice is still working with CSX Railroad.  They will submit plans to the Oswego County Health Department in February and hope to go out for bids the end of March.  The WAC may need a laptop.  ABS will be here on January 10th.  We will have them see if the old Planning Board computer is still usable.  Supervisor Ridgeway read the update report sent by Barton & Loguidice.                       
Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of December totaled $1,265.31.  The Town Clerk’s 2012 Annual Report shows total receipts and disbursements of $35,898.83.  Also, 65 disabled parking permits were issued to Town of Sandy Creek residents in 2012.  These reports are on file in her office and are available for public inspection.  The office of the Town Clerk will be closed on January 21st in observance of Martin Luther King, Jr. Day.  Taxes will be collected on Saturday, January 12, 19, and 26th from 1 to 3 pm.  Sandra J. Besaw has been appointed Deputy Town Clerk.  Mrs. Miller offered the Town Clerk and Tax Collection books and records for the annual audit by the Town Board. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Sandy Creek Village Trustees Ken LaRue and Steve Washburn and SCFD Chief Lance Collins were present to discuss the possibility of a fire district.  After several meetings and discussions, the Town Board does not think the formation of a fire district is in the best interest of the Town.  Ken LaRue asked to hold a public hearing at the Town Hall on the issue.  He feels the village and town taxpayers should be paying the same rate for fire protection.  The Sandy Creek Fire Department is not interested in pursuing a fire district at this time.  The last time the Lacona Fire Department was asked if they were interested in a fire district was 2003.  
On January 14 – 16 carpeting will be installed at the library.  On January 16th at 7 pm, the Sandy Creek Town Board and Village Board will meet at the Town Hall to discuss the intermunicipal agreement for Water District #2.
