CALL TO ORDER:
Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. The subject of this hearing was Local Law #1 0f 2012, a local law establishing a water advisory committee for the Town of Sandy Creek. Supervisor Ridgeway read the public hearing notice. No one was present to speak for or against this local law. The hearing was closed to open the regular meeting at 7:04 pm. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Resolved that the minutes of the May 17th, June 7th and June 13th meetings are approved as written. 

FINANCIAL REPORT
The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor and it was filed with the Town Clerk prior to this meeting. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS: There were none at this time.
REPORTS:
Assessor- Rhonda Weigand's report has been filed in the Town Clerk's office. The town is maintaining its 100% equalization rate for 2012. She is busy with building permits and field review.
Historian - Charlene Cole's monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk's office and available for public inspection. She has been busy with the booth at the Oswego County Fair. Sixteen of the new Farm Books were sold there. She is planning a walk at Woodlawn Cemetery for September 1st. 
Town Justice- The judges' reports for June have been filed with the Town Supervisor. 
Legislator - Margaret Kastler was excused this evening for a class. 
NOCA - The report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance has been received and filed in the Town Clerk's office.
Planning Board -Chairman Shirley Rice read the July 10th meeting report. The report is on file and available for public inspection in the office of the Town Clerk. 
Library - President Michelle Farrand thanked John Howland for helping with water removal and adjusting the sump pumps in the library basement. The baseboard molding in the back room is now complete. The library has raised the $350 necessary for their LIBRA grant and some extra for the summer reading program. It is held Tuesday through Thursday from 1 to 4 pm for kindergarten through fifth graders. The homeschoolers' art class held a display and reception at the library on June 15th. They were given a drawing of the library. On Thursday, July 19th the library will sponsor "Chick It Out" with a chicken barbeque from 4 to 7 pm. Halves will be $6 and dinners will be $8. They will also showcase five local authors and have a book sale. A wooden sign was donated by Milt and Laurie Skinner to help advertise events. A letter of resignation was received from Linda Taber. Librarian Valerie Cascanet reported that the grant application is due the second week in August. Twenty-five of sixty-five libraries have already submitted a grant application. On July 5th 100 individuals used our library. The library is now back on schedule for fire extinguisher inspections. There will be a meeting at the library on June 17th at 6 pm for those helping with the grant application. Quotes are needed for the application. The necessary electrical work was discussed.
Highway Superintendent- Mike Kastler read his report for June. It is on file in the Town Clerk's office. 
Code Enforcement Officer - John Howland's report for June is on file in the Town Clerk's office. He reported that there are still three outstanding violations and two will be taken to court. He will contact Bill Cross about the leaking heating unit and Steve Dimon about the floor tile downstairs. 
Library Building- Councilman Gove presented a written report after her attendance at the library board meeting.
Water District #1- Councilman Yerdon reported that the water committee held their first meeting. Norma Newman took minutes at this meeting. They need to appoint a chairman and a secretary. They will be meeting with the Richland Water Board at their next meeting on August 7th. They have decided on their individual term lengths that will begin in January. She would like the committee's permission to add pictures and a short biography of each member to the town's website. They have several sample local laws that they are reviewing. They decided to meet regularly on the Monday prior to the monthly Town Board meeting held the second Wednesday of each month.
Water District #2- Councilman Scheppard reported that the town has received the copy of the income survey from RCAP Solutions.
Fire District- Councilman Halsey reported that the committee met on June 18th to discuss the pros and cons of a fire district. They discussed numbers. An independent fire department is another possibility. The Village of Sandy Creek is concerned that it can no longer fund the fire department as things are currently. 
Dog Control Officer - Marjorie O'Grady-McCann reported that she has written tickets. A dog census or enumeration was discussed.
Barton & Longuidice, P.C. - Dustin Clark, P.E. was present to update the board on the water projects. They will be working with NYS Department of Transportation for water district #1. There will be an update on system operation with the Town of Richland operators and water board at their August 7th meeting tentatively. Councilman Yerdon will check with Court Howard about the Sandy Creek water committee also attending this meeting. The large process of obtaining over 500 easements will begin before summer's end. B&L would like to send out a mailing to update water district #1 property owners. Private service laterals have been added to the water district #2 project. This will increase the overall cost by approximately $300,000. The final income survey is back. The town has received letters of support for the project from 5 residents and the Mayor of Sandy Creek. NYS will be looking for endorsements of the project. The Town Board will hold a special meeting on July 25th to review Part 2 of the SEQR paperwork for water district #2 as well as to discuss a dog enumeration and fire district formation.
Town Clerk - Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of June totaled $1,997.94. This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection. She will be on vacation July 30 through August 3rd. Deputy Kerr will hold office hours Monday, Wednesday, and Friday from 10 am to 4 pm that week. 

OLD BUSINESS: Carpet was installed downstairs today. The dredging is continuing. RESOLUTION 67-12-WATER ADVISORY COMMITTEE
On motion by Nola Gove, seconded by Cheryl Yerdon, the following resolution was
ADOPTED - 5 Ayes Ridgeway, Yerdon, Scheppard, Gove, Halsey

Resolved that Local Law No.1 of the year 20l2, a local law establishing a Water Advisory Committee for the Town of Sandy Creek is enacted as follows: 
SECTION 1:
This Local Law shall be known as the "Local Law Establishing a Water Advisory Committee for the Town of Sandy Creek".

SECTION 2-PURPOSE:
Through the establishment of the Town of Sandy Creek Water Advisory Committee, it is the intention of the Town to establish an advisory committee which brings respective expertise and community interest to advise the Town Board regarding the formation, operation, maintenance and control of its water districts.

SECTION 3-AUTHORITY:
The Water Advisory Committee is authorized by this Local Law pursuant to the authority granted to the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek under the provisions of the Town Law and Municipal Home Rule Law of the State of New York.

SECTION 4-GENERAL PURPOSE:
The general purpose of the Water Advisory Committee shall be:
A. To act as the official advisory body on the planning of water districts and rate structure formulation to the Town Board.
B. To work with appropriate Town officials and employees and others to develop and recommend policies, procedures and programs related to Town water districts. 
C. To guide and regulate the orderly growth and development of the Town's water districts with the principals and standards deemed beneficial to the interest and welfare of the people of the Town.
D. To annually review the Town's water districts and recommend to the Town Board an annual and five-year budget plan for its water districts. 
E. To annually review the water revenue requirements of the Town's water districts and recommend to the Town Board rate and fee adjustments as required.
F. To promote the concerns of the Town's water customers by insuring that the recommended water rate adjustments are just and reasonable, consistent with the Town Board's plans and policies.
G. To protect natural water sources that provide water supply for the community.
H. To consult with Town officials and employees from time to time as may be required by the Town Board relative to water development needs.
I. To review or make recommendations on policies affecting those water issues which the Advisory Committee deems appropriate.

SECTION 5-MEMBERSHIP:
The Town Board shall appoint a Water Advisory Committee consisting of five members and one alternate. The Town Board shall designate the chairperson of the Water Advisory Committee. Prospective members:
A. Must be a property owner or a registered voter within the Town.
B. Must be at least 18 years of age at the time of appointment.
C. Must be a resident of the Town for at least sixty days prior to the appointment. 

SECTION 6-ALTERNATES:
An alternate must have the same qualifications as regular Water Advisory Committee members as set forth in Section 5. Alternates shall be appointed in the same manner as set forth in Section 5. All alternates may vote only in the absence of a regular member of the Water Advisory Committee.

SECTION 7-CHAIRPERSON:
The chairperson will preside at all meetings of the Water Advisory Committee and he or she will perform other such duties as the Committee or Town Board may prescribe consistent with the purpose of the Water Advisory Committee.

SECTION 8-TERM OF MEMBERSHIP:
The first persons appointed to the Water Advisory Committee shall serve for one, two, three, four and five years respectively. At the expiration of each member's appointment, the replacement member or replacement term shall be for a term of five years. If a vacancy shall occur, other than by expiration of a term, the Town Board shall appoint the new member for the unexpired term.

SECTION 9-MEETINGS:
All meetings shall be held at a time and place to be fixed by the Water Advisory Committee. A quorum shall constitute a majority of all members.

SECTION 10-RECORDS:
The Water Advisory Committee shall cause to be kept records of all receipts and disbursements. The Water Advisory Committee shall submit to the Town Board a report of its operations for the proceeding month.

SECTION 11-POWERS, DUTIES AND PROCEDURES:
The Water Advisory Committee shall have the power to advise and make recommendations to the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek as it relates to the formation, operation, maintenance and control of the Town's water districts.

SECTION 12-SEVERABILITY:
If any part of this Local Law shall be found invalid, such invalidity shall apply only to such part, and the remainder of this Local Law shall remain valid and effective.

SECTION 13-EFFECTIVE DATE:
This Local Law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
