CALL TO ORDER:

Town Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Supervisor Ridgeway introduced Dale Steele, former Dog Control Officer who is willing to do a dog enumeration for the town.

Resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek authorizes Dale A. Steele to conduct a town wide dog enumeration with compensation at $2 per dog and $1 per puppy counted in the enumeration with no reimbursement for miles driven and the enumeration fee will be set at $20.00 per dog for those found with unlicensed dogs during the enumeration.  

Dustin Clark of Barton & Loguidice was present to review Part 2 of the SEQRA paperwork for Water District #2.  No responses were received from the letter and copy of SEQRA Part 1 that was mailed to interested agencies on June 20th.  Mr. Clark read through the questions and responses on Part 2 which identifies the potential impacts of the proposed project.

Resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek adopts the following resolution:
RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING TOWN OF SANDY CREEK TOWN BOARD AS

LEAD AGENCY AND DETERMINING THAT ACTION TO CONSTRUCT WATER DISTRICT NO. 2 IS A TYPE I ACTION AND WILL NOT HAVE A SIGNIFICANT ADVERSE IMPACT ON THE ENVIRONMENT

WHEREAS, the Town of Sandy Creek (the “Town”) is proposing to create Water District No. 2 in the Town of Sandy Creek, Oswego County, New York (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law, as amended, the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) and the implementing regulations at 6 NYCRR Part 617 (the “Regulations”), the Town desires to comply with SEQRA and the Regulations with respect to the Project; and 

WHEREAS, on June 20, 2012, the Town caused a letter and Part 1 of the EAF to be sent to other potentially “involved agencies” and “interested agencies” (as these quoted terms are defined in the Regulations), indicating the Town of Sandy Creek Town Board’s (“Town Board”) desire to serve as “lead agency” (as this quoted term is defined in the Regulations) for a coordinated review under SEQRA of the Project; and

WHEREAS, each of the involved agencies or potentially involved agencies has agreed to or raised no objections to the Town Board serving as lead agency for a coordinated review under SEQRA of the Project; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Regulations, the Town Board has considered the significance of the potential environmental impacts of the Project by (a) using the criteria specified in Section 617.7 of the Regulations, and (b) examining the EAF for the Project, including the facts and conclusions in Parts 1 and 2 of the EAF, together with other available supporting information, to identify the relevant areas of environmental concern, and (c) thoroughly analyzing the areas of relevant environmental concern.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby establishes itself as lead agency for the Project; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that based upon an examination of the EAF and other available supporting information, and considering both the magnitude and importance of each relevant area of environmental concern, and based further upon the Town Board’s knowledge of the area surrounding the Project and such further investigations of the Project and its potential environmental impact as the Town Board has deemed appropriate, the Town Board makes the following findings and determinations:  the Project constitutes a “Type 1 action” (as the quoted term is defined in the Regulations); and no significant adverse environmental impacts are noted in the EAF for the Project and none are known to the Town Board.  Therefore, the Town Board hereby determines that the Project will not have a significant adverse environmental impact and will not require the preparation of a Draft Environmental Impact Statement with respect to the Project; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that as a consequence of such determination and in compliance with the requirements of SEQRA and the Regulations, the Town Board directs the Town Supervisor to prepare a Negative Declaration in accordance with 6 NYCRR § 617.12; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board directs the Town Supervisor to publish notice of and file a copy of the Negative Declaration for the Project in accordance with the Regulations; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

Next Mr. Clark reviewed the Map, Plan & Report for Water District #2 dated July 2012.  The individual water laterals are now included in the proposed project increasing the cost of the project by approximately $300,000 to a total of $1,658,000 maximum.  A $1 million grant from USDA-RD is expected.  The remainder will be covered by a 38 year 2.5% interest loan.  The total cost per EDU is estimated at $775 per year, $307 for debt service, $383 for the purchase of water, and $85 for operation and maintenance.  The Village of Sandy Creek plans to charge the Town of Sandy Creek $7 per thousand gallons of water.  That amount could still be negotiated between the village and the town.  The village is allowed to profit from the sale of water.  Another $600,000 grant is possible for this project, but is not assumed.  If it should be awarded, the total estimated annual cost would decrease to $495 per year.   Rural Development’s target charge is less than the current estimate and the NYS Comptroller also has a threshold.  The water situation at Green Haven Community was discussed.  They have a meter on Ellisburg Street and one on Kersey Drive.  One bill is sent to the property owner.  Approximately 16 units are charged the inside village rate and another 16 the outside user rate.  The village does not own the water main within the park.

Resolved that the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek will transfer $2,000.00 from the B1440.4 engineering to B8993.1 Water Advisory Committee personal service.

The water committee needs to set water rules and regulations soon.  They are reviewing sample local laws.  They will ask to meet with the Town of Richland Water Board on August 7th at 5:45 pm.  The Town of Richland has proposed a change to their Map, Plan and Report for the Eastern Shore Water System.  

Supervisor Ridgeway reported that Village of Sandy Creek’s Deputy Mayor Steve Washburn called her and said that the Village of Sandy Creek is going to abolish the Sandy Creek Fire Department.  After proper procedures, the village can do this.  A permissive referendum might put it to a vote of the village residents.  If it were to pass, the fire department would then have 10 days in which to turn over all keys to the fire hall and the equipment.  If this happened before the end of the calendar year, the village would be breaking their contract with the town and the town could sue the village.  A village is required to provide fire protection, so it would be forced to contract with another fire department. Much discussion followed.  The committee to discuss the possibility of a fire district had met on June 18th.   

Needed repairs to the library building including wiring, elevator, and roof repairs were discussed.  A grant writer has completed approximately 85% of the application for a grant to help update and renovate the library building.

Highway Superintendent Michael Kastler would still like to sell the snowplow with the pickup truck.  He will never install it on the new pickup truck that was delivered today.

On motion by Kevin Halsey, seconded by Ruth Scheppard and carried unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 9:29 pm.
