CALL TO ORDER:
Town Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.  

PRESENTATION:
Kimie Romeo, Project Manager for the Center for Environmental Initiatives of Rochester, NY gave a PowerPoint presentation and spoke about current projects and programs associated with the Lake Ontario Lakewide Management Plan or LAMP.  Each of the Great Lakes has a LAMP.  Lake Ontario’s plan was first developed after it was discovered that toxins from the Niagara River were flowing into it.  Watersheds, which are land masses connected to a body of water, have been added to the plan.  It focuses on the ecosystem and water quality.  Local citizens can help with some volunteer monitoring programs.  Water Assessments by Volunteer Evaluators (WAVE) is a citizen-based water quality assessment by the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation.  Citizens Statewide Lake Assessment Program (CSLAP) is a volunteer lake monitoring and education program that is managed by NYSDEC and NYS Federation of Lake Associations (NYSFOLA).  Volunteers are also needed the third Saturday every September for the International Coastal Cleanup.  More information is available at www.ceinfo.org .

FINANCIAL REPORT:
The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor prior to this meeting.  It was filed in the Town Clerk’s office today.

REPORTS:
Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer- Marjorie O’Grady McCann was absent this evening and no expense report was received.  She did contact the Town Board by e-mail.
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.  Supervisor Ridgeway attended Mrs. Cole’s May 30th program on the “Battle of Big Sandy” held at the monument near the South Landing bridge in the Town of Ellisburg. 
Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.    
Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the possible closure of the transfer stations is the current big issue.  She attended a special meeting about the issue.  All that spoke were in favor of keeping the stations open.  A committee has been formed to study this issue.  Members are requesting financial reports from Oswego County regarding the transfer stations.  The Oswego County Legislature meets on June 12th at 7 pm and the stations will likely be discussed.
Library – Barbara Alton reported that the library participated in the Lacona Fire Department’s parade and will also march in the Richland parade and are considering the Oswego County Fair parade.  They have done some outreach at the Senior Nutrition Site.  They are holding a vendor fair on June 14th and a tea on June 16th.  They are working with the school and BOCES on GED and literacy programs.  They are getting HVAC estimates for more work on the library building.    
NOCA – There is no report due from Northern Oswego County Ambulance this month.
Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice summarized the Sandy Creek Regional Planning Board’s report from the June 10th meeting.  The report is on file in the office of the Town Clerk.  The July meeting is postponed to the 15th due to the fair.
Highway Superintendent – Superintendent Mike Kastler’s report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  He summarized his report for those present.  He attended highway school June 1st – 4th in Ithaca, NY.  He will be meeting with the DEC about the public boat launch near the end of June.  He will speak to them about the site near the Wigwam property as well.  He is considering leasing a new 6-wheel plow truck for approximately $182,000.  Lease rates are low at approximately 3.4 or 3.5 %.  The truck can be leased for up to five years with no penalty for early pay-off.  It is also not considered debt against the town’s credit.  The town would pay $38 – 39,000 a year for five years.  He would prefer a Mac or International to replace the 1995 International.

Water Superintendent – Mike Kastler introduced Water Clerk Heather Cornell.  He gave an update on the progress of Water District #1.  He reminded everyone that they should call 811 before any digging is done.  The damage at the Richmond residence is being negotiated with the contractor.  The master meter will likely be installed in July.  All taps and curb stops have been installed at Groman Shores.  There will be another meeting with SCCS administration regarding the proposed water district #3.
Water Advisory Committee – The minutes of the June 2nd meeting have been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for May is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  The campground inspections are complete.  Supervisor Ridgeway accompanied CEO Howland to the campgrounds.  Mr. Howland alerted the Town Board of a possible county resolution that may prohibit unpaid demolition expenses to be levied on the property owner’s tax bill in the future.
Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of May totaled $2,994.55.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.  
Engineers – Dustin J. Clark, P.E., Senior Project Engineer with Barton & Loguidice was present to give an update on the water districts.  Eastern Shore Water Project contract #1 is approximately 75% complete.  Contract #2 is not far behind and contract #3 will be completed in July when water fills the storage tank.  Bids for contract #4 were opened on May 16th.  Syracuse Constructors was the low bidder.  Approximately 25 easements are still outstanding in Sandy Creek and 8 in Richland.  Groman Shores is nearly ready.  A pump test was done on June 9th.  A disinfection plan must be approved by the Department of Health.  The disinfection process will take over one week before water can flow at Groman Shores from their wells.  Water District #2 may be eligible for RD funding through national pooling.  We should know in about one month.  If unsuccessful it will likely be funded this fall. 

OLD BUSINESS:
Supervisor Ridgeway and Deputy Supervisor Ruth Scheppard attended a meeting on May 28th at the Scriba Justice Center for legislators, supervisors, and mayors to discuss the fate of the transfer stations.  All present stated that their towns and villages would suffer if these stations were to close.

NEW BUSINESS:
Supervisor Ridgeway received phone calls from Senator Patty Ritchie and from Lee Harvey, President of the Sandy Pond Sportsman’s Association regarding town support for a fishing contest to be held on August 8th.  She is waiting for more details about how the town can help with this event.
