FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor prior to this meeting.  It is filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer – Marjorie O’Grady-McCann was absent this evening.
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.

Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler is excused this evening to attend a meeting of the Dune Coalition.     
Library – President Diane Brosch reported that a calendar of events flyer is being distributed announcing summer programs at the library.  The National Grid bill for the lighting upgrade has been received and was given to the Town for reimbursement to the library.  There is another light out.  This is the fourth one that has been an issue since the upgrade to energy efficient lighting.  CEO Howland and Dick Thompson inspected the library.  Meetings can be held in the basement.  The leak in the roof appears to be fixed.  Now some new ceiling tile is needed.  The bathroom has been painted.  Valerie Cascanet described the Thursday evening events.  The library will be open until 8 pm on Thursdays now.  The ductwork for the furnace may need some work and the screen door needs to be removed.  Superintendent Kastler offered to help with the screen door.   

NOCA – Report from Northern Oswego County Ambulance will be received quarterly from now on.
Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice read the report from the June 11th meeting of the Sandy Creek Regional Planning Board. Their next meeting will be held on July 9th

due to the Oswego County Fair.              
Highway Superintendent – Superintendent Mike Kastler read the monthly report and it is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  Senator Ritchie secured $75,000 and the approval for immediate mechanical dredging of Sandy Pond Channel.  Two town and two county highway workers have been dredging every workday since June 6th.  They will continue each day unless there is an electrical storm.  The goal is to be done by June 30th.      
Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for May has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  He showed the board three photos of 260 Weaver Road.  There will be a July court date concerning the Bowers property.
Water Advisory Committee – Norma Newman reported that the committee met on May 29th with Eric Pond and Dustin Clark of B&L to discuss the draft local law for public water.  Members also attended the June 4th special joint meeting with the Town of Richland.  One campground owner has complained about the EDU number that his park was assigned.  The EDU schedule should be ready for vote at the July 10th regular meeting of the Town Board.         
Travel Expense Policy – Councilman Gove prepared a draft travel policy for officials of the Town of Sandy Creek.  Some revisions are necessary and this will be finalized at a later date.
Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of May totaled $3,069.75.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.
OLD BUSINESS:
The Town is not currently paid franchise fees on Time Warner Cable installations, pay-per-view, advertising, and home shopping revenue.  Our agreement with the cable company runs through 2021.  If we want the maximum allowable franchise fees, an amendment to the agreement is necessary.  
Laura Kehoe has requested that an outdoor water faucet be installed at the library to reach the gardens in the back toward the Presley property.  It was suggested that a hose reel and extra garden hose be purchased to access these gardens from the existing faucet.

Supervisor Ridgeway and Deputy Supervisor Scheppard attended the Oswego County Supervisor’s dinner on June 5th at the Sandy Pond Steakhouse.  Superintendent Kastler attended Highway school in Ithaca.  Legislator Margaret Kastler and Deputy Supervisor Ruth Scheppard hosted a meeting at the Sandy Creek Town Hall on May 20th regarding the possible closure of the county’s solid waste transfer stations.  No decision has been reached on this matter.  Tops Markets held two orientation sessions at the Town Hall and gave the town a $50 gift card.  A Father/Daughter Princess Prom was held at the Town Hall for 17 girl scouts and their dads.  

There will be small amounts of money left in the special fire district funds after the fire protection contract amounts are paid in tonight’s bills.

BOND RESOLUTION DATED JUNE 12, 2013 OF THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF SANDY CREEK AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $1,658,000.00 AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF SERIAL GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS TO FINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION AND INSTALLATION OF A WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM FOR THE TOWN OF SANDY CREEK WATER DISTRICT NO. 2 AT AN ESTIMATED MAXIMUM COST OF $1,658,000.00, LEVY OF TAX IN ANNUAL INSTALLMENTS IN PAYMENT THEREOF, THE EXPENDITURE OF SUCH SUM FOR SUCH PURPOSE, AND DETERMINING OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Sandy Creek (the “Town”), by resolution duly adopted on September 12, 2012, approved the formation and establishment of the Town of Sandy Creek WATER DISTRICT NO. 2 pursuant to Article 12-A of the Town Law of the State of New York (the “Water District); and
WHEREAS, the Town has not yet received a notice from the New York State Department of Audit and Control, Albany, New York (the “Comptroller”), approving the formation and establishment of the Water District; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has issued a negative declaration determining that the improvements to be undertaken in furtherance of the purpose to be financed pursuant to this Resolution will not have a significant effect on the environment;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town (by favorable vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of the Board) as follows:

Section 1.  The Town is hereby authorized to issue its serial general obligation bonds (the “Bonds”) in the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $1,658,000.00 pursuant to the Local Finance Law of New York, in order to finance the class of objects or purposes described herein.

Section 2.  The class of objects or purposes (herein referred to as “Purpose”) to be financed pursuant to this resolution is the construction and installation of a water distribution system for the Water District, including rights in land and the acquisition of equipment, machinery or apparatus.  

Section 3.  It is hereby determined and declared that (a) the maximum cost of the Purpose, as estimated by the Town Board, is $1,658,000.00, and (b) the Town plans to finance the cost of the Purpose entirely from funds raised by the issuance of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes hereinafter referred to and a grant and loan to be received from United States Department of Agriculture, Rural Development, and a CDBG grant.

Section 4.  It is hereby determined that the Purpose is one of the class of objects or purposes described in Paragraph 1 of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, and that the period of probable usefulness of the Purpose is forty (40) years.  The proposed maturity of the Bonds authorized herein will be in excess of five (5) years.

Section 5.  Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any notes issued in anticipation of such bonds as the project consists of the acquisition, construction, reconstruction or equipment of or additions to facilities for the distribution of water.

Section 6.  Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town, the chief fiscal officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said Supervisor of the Town, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.

Section 7.  The power to further authorize the issuance of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes and to prescribe the terms, form and contents of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes, including the use of substantially level debt service and consolidation with other issues, subject to the provisions of this Resolution and the Local Finance Law, and to sell and deliver the Bonds and bond anticipation notes, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor of the Town.  The Supervisor of the Town is hereby authorized to sign and the Town Clerk is hereby authorized to attest any Bonds and bond anticipation notes issued pursuant to this Resolution, and to affix to such Bonds and bond anticipation notes the corporate seal of the Town.

Section 8.  The faith and credit of the Town of Sandy Creek, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such Bonds and bond anticipation notes as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year, to the extent the necessary funds are not provided from other sources.  Subject to the provisions of Chapter 97 of the Laws of 2011 of the State of New York, there shall be levied annually on all taxable real property in the Town, a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and payable, to the extent the necessary funds are not provided from other sources.

Section 9.  The Supervisor of the Town is further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the Bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and to designate the Bonds authorized by this resolution, and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” in accordance with Section 265(b)(3) of the Code. 

Section 10.  Pending the sale of Bonds herein authorized, the temporary use of funds from the Town’s general fund, pursuant to the provisions of Section 165.10 of the New York Local Finance Law, is hereby authorized.  The Town reasonably expects to reimburse itself from the proceeds of Bonds or notes herein authorized for expenditures made for the purpose to be financed by this resolution prior to the issuance of such Bonds or notes, and this resolution is intended to constitute a declaration of official intent to reimburse for the purposes of U.S. Treasury § 1.150-2.  

Section 11.  Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the Town shall not issue Bonds or any notes in anticipation of the Bonds until such time as the Town has received a notice from the Comptroller approving the formation and establishment of the Water District. 

Section 12.  This Resolution shall be published in full by the Town Clerk together with a notice in substantially the form prescribed by Section 81.00 of said Local Finance Law, and such publication shall be in each official newspaper of the Town.  The validity of the Bonds or of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds may be contested only if such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Town is not authorized to expend money, or the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this Resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication; or if said obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.


Section 13.  The firm Hiscock & Barclay, LLP is hereby appointed Bond Counsel of the Town in connection with the bonds and notes herein authorized.
Section 14.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS, the Town of Sandy Creek’s CAT Loader is in need of replacement and the Town Board wishes to expend monies from such reserve account to acquire a 2013 CAT Loader Model No. 938K.
