SECTION 1 - TITLE

This Local Law shall be known as Local Law No. 2 of 2013, a Local Law Repealing Local Law No. 2 of 1981, Local Law No. 1 of 1987, Local Law No. 3 of 1989, Local Law No. 1 of 1993 and Local Law No. 1 of 1995.
SECTION 2 - PURPOSE

This Local Law is enacted for the purpose of repealing Local Law No. 2 of 1981, Local Law No. 1 of 1987, Local Law No. 3 of 1989, Local Law No. 1 of 1993 and Local Law No. 1 of 1995 local laws pertaining to flood damage prevention in the Town of Sandy Creek.  The general welfare of the Town of Sandy Creek will be better served by repealing the above referenced laws as the Town has enacted Local Law No. 1 of 2013, a local law for Flood Damage Prevention as authorized by the New York State Constitution, Article 9 Section 2 and Environmental Conservation Law, Article 6.
SECTION 3 - REPEALER

This Local Law shall supersede all prior local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations relative to flood damage prevention in the Town of Sandy Creek and any prior such laws, including Local Law No. 2 of 1981, Local Law No. 1 of 1987, Local Law No. 3 of 1989, Local Law No. 1 of 1993 and Local Law No. 1 of 1995, shall be, upon the effectiveness of this local law, null and void.

SECTION 4 – SEPARABILITY

Each separate provision of this local law shall be deemed independent of all other provisions herein, and if any provisions shall be deemed or declared invalid, all other provisions hereof shall remain valid and enforceable.

SECTION 5 – EFFECTIVE DATE

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the New York State Secretary of State after approval by a majority of the electors voting thereon and in accordance with the requirements of Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
