FINANCIAL REPORT

The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor prior to this meeting.  It was filed in the Town Clerk’s office today.
REPORTS:

Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.
Dog Control Officer- Marjorie O’Grady McCann was absent this evening and no report was received.
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection.
Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office.    

Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that the Oswego County Legislature is holding Student Government Day at 2 pm on May 15th.  The legislature will be voting on closing each transfer station one day per week in an effort to save money.  The Pulaski station will stay open on Monday as that is the busiest day there.  The new hours are tentatively scheduled to take effect July 1st if the union agreements are settled by that date.        
Library – The library representatives were excused from the meeting tonight.  The minutes of their last meeting have been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  There are several upcoming events scheduled at the library.  Mr. Trump will repair the leak at the library in the next couple of weeks.  The tree still needs to be removed from the chimney. 
NOCA – There is no report due from Northern Oswego County Ambulance this month.
Planning Board – Chairman Shirley Rice reported for the Sandy Creek Regional Planning Board.  They held their meeting on May 6th.  The report is on file in the office of the Town Clerk.  She mentioned that many residents are concerned about a 2000 head cattle barn being built over the aquifer on Co. Rt 48.  Steve Dash was present to speak about moving the docks at 45 Wigwam Drive.  The public boat launch next to this property was also discussed.  Highway Superintendent Kastler offered to meet with Mr. Dash to survey the dock and boat launch area.  

Highway Superintendent – Superintendent Mike Kastler’s report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  He is gathering prices to possibly purchase a new truck.  There is no debt in the town barn currently.  The possibility of building a new town barn in the next five years was discussed.

Water Superintendent – Mike Kastler also reported on the progress of the water project easements.  He introduced Water Clerk Valorie Rose.  The two appraisals for eminent domain are complete.  He gave a water district #1 construction update.  Most of the water main construction on the cottage area roads is complete.  He accompanied Supervisor Ridgeway and Dustin Clark, P.E. to a meeting with the school administration to discuss a possible Water District #3.  SCCS is exploring the idea of building a bus garage on 26 acres that they own next to Community Park on the corner of Caster Rd and US Rt 11.  The school district will be paying for the engineering feasibility study. 
Engineers – Dustin J. Clark, P.E., Senior Project Engineer with Barton & Loguidice was present to give an update on the water districts.  All contracts are ahead of schedule at this point.  He is recommending a change order approval tonight.  The two eminent domain proceedings are necessary to complete the water project.  The RD application for funding for Water District #2 will be complete upon approval of the bond counsel agreement.  Funding could be available as early as this summer.  The Town Board can now determine the proper Bond Anticipation Note amount and timing.
Water Advisory Committee – Chairman Norma Newman reported from their meeting on May 5th.  There are 52 more easements to obtain.  The committee will meet on June 2nd and then change their meeting date to the last Monday of the month, meeting again on June 30th.  Ed Kondratowicz has submitted a letter of resignation due to health issues.  A list of 39 EDU adjustments has been recommended to the Town Board for approval.  Most are the result of parcel merges and splits.

Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for April is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  He reported that May was a busy month.  He will be inspecting the campgrounds in the next couple of weeks.  He has been working on a survey for the ISO rating.  This is done every seven years.  He will be working on the junk violations next week.  There is a burn ban in effect until May 15th.
Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of April totaled $1,495.25.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.  She attended the MIX Exchange on April 25th in Syracuse and the New York State Town Clerks’ Annual Conference April 27th – 30th in Saratoga.  There is one campground renewal that has not been received yet.  On June 24th there will be a Primary Election here at the Town Hall.

A letter was received from Senator Patty Ritchie’s office that because of last winter’s brutal storms the state budget includes additional winter storm relief funding.  The Town of Sandy Creek is scheduled to receive $12,332.61; the Village of Lacona $1,186.33; and the Village of Sandy Creek $416.99.  Our CHIPS money will stay the same at $107,786.31.  A letter from the NYS Department of Health was received stating that they had approved the plans and specifications for additional distribution sections of the water project in the Towns of Sandy Creek and Richland.  This approval replaces the amended plans dated March 5, 2014.  On April 15th the $75,000 grant from NYS for the dredging project was finally received in the town’s bank account.
