CALL TO ORDER:

Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  This special meeting was held to continue discussing the 2014 budget.  Budget Officer Jill Mattison gave the Town Board copies of the A fund with updates from the last meeting.  Discussion began with the B fund.  The Waterways Navigation line was increased to $30,000.  The budget for youth summer recreation was discussed.  The Town of Orwell is decreasing their youth programs budget.  Adult recreation was discussed.  A proposed 2014 budget was received from Sandy Creek Fire Department.  Neither village is asking for an increase in their fire protection contract with the town.  Superintendent Kastler explained that the DA fund is basically the winter budget for the highway department and the DB fund is the “summer budget” from approximately May through November.  There is zero debt in the town barn currently.  The new loader that is on order will be paid for after delivery.
A 1995 plow truck has been listed on an on-line auction site.  The high bid is currently at $3,000.  Its body is rotten, but it has value to the highway department as a parts truck.  An old sander could be mounted on it for summer use as well.
