CALL TO ORDER:
Town Supervisor Nancy Ridgeway called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.

FINANCIAL REPORT:
The Town Board received a copy of the monthly financial report of the Supervisor.  It was filed in the Town Clerk’s office today.

REPORTS:
Assessor- Rhonda Weigand’s report has been filed in the Town Clerk’s office.  There was one small claims assessment case and the hearing officer found in favor of the town. Dog Control Officer- Marjorie O’Grady McCann was absent this evening and no expense report was received.
Historian – Charlene Cole’s monthly report is on file in the Town Clerk’s office and available for public inspection. 
Town Justice- The monthly reports of the Town Justices have been received by the Town Supervisor and filed in the Town Clerk’s office. 
Library – Barb Alton reported that a heating and cooling system is being installed.  The book shed has been emptied.  There is currently one vacancy on the library’s board of trustees.  On September 13th there will be a craft and vendor fair on the library lawn.
Legislator – Margaret Kastler reported that there has been no further discussion or decision on the fate of the transfer stations. 
Planning Board – The Sandy Creek Regional Planning Board’s report is on file in the office of the Town Clerk. Chairman Shirley Rice summarized the meeting held on September 2nd.    
Highway Superintendent – Superintendent Mike Kastler read his report for August.  It is on file in the Town Clerk’s office.  
Water Superintendent – Mike Kastler reported that the water tank is online.  There are some households that already have water.  Everyone in the district should have water available approximately October 1st.  Richland will be assisting with the October meter reading.  Water District #2 funding will likely allow the purchase of meter reading equipment.  The water department’s pick-up truck needs a snow plow. Mike can get a Fischer plow installed for $4,350.00.  He will draft a list of contractors who are capable of assisting with a water main repair or other water emergency.    
Water Advisory Committee – Chairman Norma Newman reported.  They are receiving complaints about the condition of the roads.  Restoration work should be completed in the next couple of months.     
Code Enforcement Officer – John Howland’s report for August is on file in the Town Clerk’s office. John received a message from Kathleen Bertuch, Program Manager of CNY Regional Planning & Development Board regarding NY’s Great Lakes Basin Small Grants Program proposal.

There was discussion regarding the Sandy Pond Pizzeria’s deck.  Mr. Catania’s attorney contacted Attorney Nelson and said that the deck will only be used as a boat dock.  She requested a sworn affidavit from Mr. Catania stating such, but nothing has been received yet. One bid was received for the demolition of the deck from Northern Repair & Rebuilding, LLC for $7,890.00.

Mr. Howland reported that the NYS DEC is interested in obtaining an area for fishermen on Little Sandy Creek in Lacona between Co Rt 22 and Maple Ave. 

Deputy Supervisor Ruth Scheppard reported on the Oswego County Town Supervisors’ dinner meeting in Brewerton.  The committee that studied the transfer station situation was present.  They reported that there was actually a surplus of $1.3 million in 2013 from the transfer station operation.  There are over 420,000 visits to the stations each year.  The committee did a thorough study and much information was presented at this meeting.

Councilman Nola J. Gove reported on the ethics meeting held in Minetto.  Each town must have a Code of Ethics.  This section of the General Municipal Law was reviewed.

Councilman John W. Wood, Jr. gave a summary of a meeting he attended in Pompey.  The topic of discussion was housing and land use.  There were many ideas presented to make the best use of the natural characteristics of the landscape.  

Town Clerk – Tammy Miller reported that receipts and total disbursements for the month of August totaled $5,323.50.  This report is on file in her office and available for public inspection.  Rite Aid will be holding a flu clinic at the Town Hall on Friday, September 12th from 2pm to 4 pm.

Engineers – Dustin J. Clark, P.E., Senior Project Engineer with Barton & Loguidice was present to give an update on the water districts.  In Water District #1 all of water main has been installed except in front of one St Rt 3 property in the Town of Richland.  Restoration work is approximately 75% complete.  It will all be restored to original condition or better.  Very few water services remain to be installed.  Work is nearly complete at the tank and well site.  There will be a one year warranty in effect on the water system.  When possible, residents should assist in keeping the hydrants free from snow cover for optimal fire protection.  In Water District #2 home inspections are being scheduled with Water Operator Eric Pappa.  The Bond Anticipation Note was discussed.
The next meeting with the Town of Richland will be held on September 24th at 7 pm at the Sandy Creek Town Hall.

PUBLIC COMMENT 
Pete Backus, Treasurer of the South Sandy Pond Channel Maintenance Association was present to speak about a small dredging project planned for this fall.  The association was formed in 2008 and the last time they dredged was in 2011.  There are two sections with less than two feet of water.  It should be a six to seven day dredging project.  Jim Shay, President of the association is speaking to a dredge operator.  It is estimated to cost $17,000 to $20,000.  The association hopes to raise $6,000.  They will need assistance from the town budget both this year and next year.

John White of Hadley Road addressed rumors about his relationship with firemen of the Sandy Creek Fire Department.   

OLD BUSINESS
[bookmark: _GoBack]The rate of pay for the constables will be discussed during the 2015 budget meetings.  There is currently a vacancy on the library board.  It was suggested that the town enter into a contract with the library to provide more oversight by the town.  Fishing access signage will be erected at the old dump site.  Advanced Business Systems provided quotes for a copier and a back-up system.  Our current back-up system is outdated and not functioning.  Backing up to a cloud system can be susceptible to viruses.  A new back-up computer can be purchased for approximately $1,600.
